Manuscript 1072 (Mt. Athos, Greece, XIII century) 
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Manuscript 2080 (Monastery of St. John the Theologian, Isle of Patmos, Greece, XIV 
century) 
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Manuscript 2587 (Vatican, XI century) 
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Manuscript 2723 (Vissarion Monastery, Trikala, Greece) 
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We can see from examples like these—of which there are many—that scribes of the TR-
type of text were careful in their copying practices.  Here we have identical copies of 
Titus in different parts of the world, from different centuries, in different hands, 
indicating that extreme care was taken in the making of these MSS.
